Thanks for allowing us to serve this body. We continue to work to keep communicating and
keep the flow of information happening.

Since we last met in January, there has been one Conference Participant (CP) meeting and one
Midwest Zonal Forum meeting that dezzz attended. We will be meeting virtually on the
following dates for the abbreviated legal portion of the WSC in 2022 (this will include the voting
of the 4 motions from the CAR and the voting and discussion of the presented budget, including
the approval of the SPAD).
